Joe Sample wrote and recorded the 5:31 original in 1971. Southern Fried weighed in with a Bsidhwe ‘72 while the
Crusaders released a 5:27 recording that year. Things heated umewere in ‘73 with a 2:38 version by Nino Tempo and
April Stevens (thelrst vocal version), the Crusaders with a shortene2t50 version, and the Average White Band (AWB)
produced two versions, 4:37 and 5:27 that year. AWB released yet another, at 5:09, in 1975.

In 2005 Eric Clapton, Joe Sample, David Sanboray8tGadd, and Marcus Miller's 6:00 + version frohet1997 Montreux
Jazz Festival was released. As recently as 2014 Annika Chambers and the Houston All Stars released their 4:32 version.
